New Leadership Changes in the North Macomb Vicariate

On July 1st, Bishop Michael Byrnes 

became Moderator of the Northeast 

Pastoral Region, which includes 

our North Macomb Vicariate. This 

role as Regional Moderator is all 

new to him and Bishop Byrnes is 

giving himself some time to learn. 

Archbishop Vigneron’s direction 

has been broad but not specific. He 

told Bishop Byrnes, “Your role will 

be to help priests and help the par-

ishes.” Over the next year Bishop 

Byrnes hopes to visit all 66 parishes in his region and perhaps help 

out with Mass or whatever parishes need as he defines what his 

duties will be.  While he has already presided at some Confirma-

tions and Installation Masses, one of his most immediate challeng-

es is to find a new place to live and an office to work out of.  

While at prayer in mid-March, Bishop Byrnes looked at his cell 

phone and saw that he had a call from Archbishop Sambi, the  

Apostolic Nuncio (Papal Ambassador) to the United States. It could 

only mean one thing…..he was grateful that he couldn’t take the 

call right away as it gave him some time to prepare himself. After 

returning the call he realized his life was about to take a much  

different direction then what he had planned. No longer would he 

be a pastor or continue as vice-rector of Sacred Heart Major   

Seminary. His vision of his future had just dramatically changed. 

As news of his appointment began to sink in, one of his most    

difficult and immediate challenges was that he couldn’t tell anyone 

for a week until it was officially announced. “The only person I 

could tell was Archbishop Vigneron and he was out-of-town.” Bish-

op Byrnes said with a smile.  

When asked what gifts he brings to his role as bishop, he shared 

that he is pretty direct and charitable. He is reasonable, believes 

he has a lot of common sense and he enjoys challenges. He likes 

and expects accountability. His area of expertise is Scripture. He 

wants  to  help  people understand it and apply it to their  lives.  He

“I am grateful to Archbishop Vigneron for assigning me to St. 

Therese,” Fr. Larry stated. “Serving at a busy parish with 3200 

families will certainly be a challenge, but  exciting and life-giving 

as well. Every parish is unique and the staff and parishioners 

have been very warm and welcoming. All of us look forward to 

celebrating our parish’s 20th anniversary this fall.” 

 

St. Therese’ former pastor, Fr. Drew Tomasko has been on a 

leave of absence since early last fall. Recently, the archbishop 

accepted a request from Fr. Tomasko to voluntarily resign as 

pastor of St. Therese of Lisieux Parish. He did so out of concern 

for the parish and its parishioners. Fr. Tomasko remains on a 

personal leave of absence.  

 

Fr. Larry has had a smooth and easy transition, despite the fact 

that St. Therese just completed a major renovation of its wor-

ship space. In late July new pews and carpeting were installed. 

Also, an Induction Hearing Loop System was expanded 

throughout the worship space to allow individuals with a hearing 

loss, who have a T-coil setting on their hearing aids or a cochle-

ar implant to hear more clearly and participate more fully in the 

Mass.  

 

Fr. Larry will be officially installed as pastor on Saturday, Octo-

ber 1st, the feast day of St. Therese of Lisieux, by Bishop Mi-

chael Byrnes at the 4:30 PM Mass.

believes that the Bible is meant to be practical and not necessarily  

just spiritual.  

Over the last several years many seminarians have benefited 

from Bishop Byrne’s leadership while he served as Sacred Heart 

Major Seminary’s vice-rector. Deacon Paul Snyder, who was re-

cently ordained as a transitional deacon by Bishop Byrnes in May, 

stated that, “Of all of Bishop Byrnes’ qualities, his example of  

fatherhood stands out as most influential during my time in semi-

nary formation. He was an excellent leader and mentor, assisting 

us on the path to holiness. I knew I could always go to him with 

any problem or concern I might have and he would listen and offer 

guidance. These gifts will most certainly be a great blessing to the 

archdiocese as he begins his duties as auxiliary bishop.”  

Bishop Byrnes will continue to teach at the seminary but will miss 

the camaraderie and brotherhood he shared with his fellow priests 

while living with them there. Someone once told him that a priest 

is just a seminarian ordained once and a bishop is just a seminari-

an ordained twice. His experience with seminarians, not only hav-

ing been one, but also teaching, leading and directing them 

should serve him well as bishop.  

Bishop Byrnes does not know why he was chosen to take on this 

most important role, but he said that since Jesus has called him to 

a closer role with Him, then he is going to call on Jesus more to 

assist him as bishop. 

So for now Bishop Byrnes, the leader and teacher, becomes the 

student as he learns the new roles and responsibilities that he has 

been called to as bishop and regional moderator. While we will 

see Bishop Byrnes officiated at Confirmations and Installations, he 

will be installing St. Therese of Lisieux’s new pastor on October 

1st, expect to see him at vicariate meetings, a weekend Mass, or 

assisting parishes with the many new directives that Archbishop 

Vigneron has put forth. Wherever he is needed, Bishop Byrnes is 

ready to serve.
