Recognizing Your God Given Gifts

As Christians, we recognize that all that we have is a gift from
God. Our talents, skills, attributes, abilities and gifts are unique
to each of us. God made each of us individually with different
gifts to give meaning and purpose to our lives. He also expects
us to be accountable and responsible with the gifts He has given
us and to share our gifts with others.

Christ calls us to be His body here on earth and carry out His
work. As St. Teresa of Avila said, “Christ has no body on earth
but yours; no hands but yours; no feet but yours. Yours are the
eyes through which He is to go about doing good; yours are the
hands with which He is to bless people now.”

Your parish body is not complete without you. Maybe your
hands are needed to help provide the Eucharist. Maybe your
voice is needed to proclaim the Word of God. Maybe your ears
are needed to hear the call of our brothers and sisters in need.
Maybe your patience is needed to teach our young children, or
maybe your knowledge is needed to help with technical or fi-
nancial matters. Whatever your gifts are, they are needed and
welcomed within your parish community.

Each of us is in his or her own spiritual journey and at different
places along that path. Periodically we need to evaluate how we
are thanking God by using our time, talent and treasure to serve
him. How do we fit into God’s plan?

The spiritual term for identifying your gifts, and determining
how they can be best used for service to others, is
“discernment,” from a Latin word meaning “to sift through.”
Discernment takes time, prayer, and reflection. Many people do
not think they have any special gifts or talents, but we all do!
Begin by setting aside some quiet time with no interruptions.
Ask the Holy Spirit to help you recognize your gifts and talents.

Take a personal inventory of yourself by asking:
*What are my talents or special abilities?

*What skills have | developed over the years?

*What people skills do | have?

*When people compliment me, what do they recognize?
*What do my family and friends say are my best traits?
*What is my job or profession?

*What are my material gifts that | could share with those in need?
*What activities energize me?

*What activities in my life have been especially fruitful?
* Do | feel called to do something in particular?

Whatever your talents, skills or gifts are, they are needed in some
way at your parish. With summer vacation coming to an end, many
of the parish activities begin to pick up. Children head back to
religious education classes and youth ministry activities resume.
Ministry meetings and activities are added to the parish calendars.
Please take the time to share your many God-given gifts with your
parish family.
