Change is Coming... Are You Ready?

New Roman Missal Implementation Begins Nov. 26/28

The way we pray the liturgy is about to change, and with
these changes will undoubtedly come questions, com-
ments, complaints, and approvals from the people in the
pews.

Many parishes have spent a lot of time and energy prepar-
ing for these changes. Articles, workshops, videos and
many other sources have been provided to explain the
“what” and “why” concerning the changes in the liturgical
texts to its parishioners. Priests are learning their newly
worded prayers and have (hopefully) perfected their chant-
ing skills. Musicians and choirs have been learning and
practicing the new musical settings.

Even after all of this preparation, come the first Sunday of
Advent, many regular worshipers will still be surprised by
these changes. When we are asked to respond with “And
with your spirit,” many of us will no doubt mumble or re-
peat “And also with you” by habit. We will probably stum-
ble over the phrase “And peace to people of good will.”
Periods of extended silence may seem awkward at times,
leading many of us to wonder what is going to happen
next. Many will question what “consubstantial with the Fa-
ther” means, exactly!

If you are like me, you may not have paid much attention
to all the information that has been presented regarding
the changes to the new Roman Missal. | know the change
is coming and | accept whatever it might be, so | haven’t
reviewed the information provided. Fortunately, at my par-
ish, St. Therese of Lisieux, the changed wording that the
laity will now be saying will be projected on the walls for all
to see and respond appropriately. Other parishes will
make sure that the changes are provided via pew cards,
Mass booklets or by other means.

Many questions may arise once the changes are imple-
mented the first week of Advent. The Archdiocese of De-
troit has included much of the information you need to
know to understand these changes on their website
(www.aodonline.org), if you need additional information.
Many parishes have also included the same or additional
information on their website or in their parish offices.

As human being we are creatures of habit and some of us
adapt to change more quickly than others. The next few
months will continue to be a learning process as we come
to understand the new ways in which we thank and praise
our loving God through the ever-evolving experience of
Eucharistic Liturgy and prayer.
